ENEL: INAUGURATES TWO GEOTHERMOELECTRIC POWER STATIONS

Italy, 21 July 1997- ENEL, the Italy’s largest power company, today inaugurated two new geothermoelectric power stations that have a total capacity of 40 Mw and are able to produce 260 million kW/h per years. This allows to fulfill the requirement of 350,000 people.

Thanks to their high technology ENEL is considered one of the first electricity companies in the world to use a technology that involves fluid washing at a depth of more than 1,000 metres.

These two projects have also been designed to reduce their impact on the environment, cutting noise levels at the same time.

This is a big step for ENEL as regard the development of geothermal power. Over the next five years the plants will raise the capacity together with the 27 existing plants.

Moreover, as the chairman of this important company said, ENEL is working actively in the field of research, while paying particular attention to the environment and local situation. 

As a matter of fact, considering the large number of using steam in industry and as an alternative source of energy for domestic heating, these two new ENEL power stations should have a positive impact on the whole area in which they are situated, also as regard social and economic benefits.

ENEL: INAUGURATES TWO GEOTHERMOELECTRIC POWER STATIONS

An investment of 210 billion lire

Pisa-Italy, 21 July 1997- ENEL, Italy’s bigger utility group, today inaugurated two new geothermoelectric power stations for a total investment of around 210 billion of lire.

These plants have altogether a capacity of 40 Mw and are able to produce 260 million kW/h per year, meeting the requirements of 300,000 people.

Moreover these two state-of-art use a technology that involves fluid washing at a depth of more than 1,000 metres, and ENEL is one of the first electricity companies in the world to apply this kind of technique.   

Given the multiple uses of steam in industry and as an alternative source of energy for domestic heating, the building of the new power stations should have a positive impact on the environment in terms of employment, as well as social and economic benefits.

Besides over the next five years the plants raise capacity by around 200 Mw in addition to the current 512 provided by the 27 existing ones.

For ENEL this is another important step in the development of geothermal power, as his chief executive Testa said: “We can state with great satisfaction that together with the development and enchantment of geothermoelectric resources, ENEL is working actively in the filed of research, while paying particular attention to the environment and local situations”.
