   Enel Charm Chicco Testa inaugurated two geothermoelectric power station in Toscany (IT). With an investment of 210 billion lire, these power plants could meet the requirements of 350,00 people, having an overal capacity of 40 Mw and are able to produce 260 million Kw/h per year.

   Enel is one of the first electricity companies to use fluid washing at a dept of 1000 metres. The plants reduces the impact on the environment and cutting noise levels. For Enel this is an important step in the development of geothermal power.

   Over the next five years, there are plants to raise capacity by around 200 Mw in addition to the current 512 provided by the 27 existing plants.
