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Chicco Testa today introduced two new geothermoelectric power stations in Monteverdi Marittimo for a total investment of around 210 billion lire. These installations are at the top of the technology. 

They have a total capacity of 40 MW and can produce 260 million KW/h per year, sufficient to meet the need of 350.000 people.

Over the next five years there are installations to raise production capacity by about 200 MW moreover to the actual 512 provided by the 27 existing factories.
