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CONTINENTAL LOWER VALDARNO RODENT BIOCHRONOLOGY

AND TWO NEW METHODS FOR THE SYSTEMATICS OF MIMOMYS

(ARVICOLIDAE, RODENTIA)

Abstract - Small mammal faunas may be very useful for biochronologic recontructions and give palaeoclimatic and palaeoenvironmental informations. Some new sites have been studied, both on the left-hand side and on the right-hand side of the Arno River, containing small mammal remains. Biochronological relationships between continental series of the Arno right-hand side and the marine series of the lefthand side have been proposed. Two new morphometric methods have been tested on some populations of Mimomys, in order to help the systematics of this genus.
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
